Dion, J. & Cyr, M. (2008). The Use of the NICHD Protocol to Enhance the Quantity of Details Obtained
by Children with Low Verbal Abilities in Investigative Interviews: A Pilot Study. Journal of Child Sexual
Abuse,17, 144-162.

Abstract:

This study explored the impact of the NICHD protocol to enhance the quantity and content of
details reported by children with low verbal abilities. Thirty-four children aged from 6 to 14 were
interviewed following their experience of sexual abuse. Half the interviews were conducted using
the NICHD protocol. Results indicate that NICHD interviews contained more open-ended prompts
and more details overall. Open-ended invitations yielded significantly more detailed responses

than did closed-ended questions for both children with low and average verbal abilities. Although
children with low verbal abilities provided fewer details than children with average verbal abilities,
the NICHD protocol helped them provide detailed responses containing the core elements of the
sexual abuse.

Pilon, M., Montplaisir, J., Zadra, A. (2008). Precipitating factors of somnambulism: Impact of sleep
deprivation and forced arousals. Neurology. Vol 70(24), 2284-2290.

Abstract

Objective: Experimental attempts to induce sleepwalking with forced arousals during slow-wave
sleep (SWS) have yielded mixed results in children and have not been investigated in adult
patients. We hypothesized that the combination of sleep deprivation and external stimulation

would increase the probability of inducing somnambulistic episodes in sleepwalkers recorded in
the sleep laboratory. The main goal of this study was to assess the effects of forced arousals from
auditory stimuli (AS) in adult sleepwalkers and control subjects during normal sleep and following
post-sleep deprivation recovery sleep. Methods: Ten sleepwalkers and 10 controls were
investigated. After a baseline night, participants were presented with AS at predetermined sleep
stages either during normal sleep or recovery sleep following 25 hours of sleep deprivation. One
week later, the conditions with AS were reversed. Results: No somnambulistic episodes were
induced in controls. When compared to the effects of AS during sleepwalkers' normal sleep, the
presentation of AS during sleepwalkers' recovery sleep significantly increased their efficacy in
experimentally inducing somnambulistic events and a significantly greater proportion of
sleepwalkers (100%) experienced at least one induced episode during recovery SWS as compared
to normal SWS (30%). There was no significant difference between the mean intensity of AS that
induced episodes during sleepwalkers' SWS and the mean intensity of AS that awakened
sleepwalkers and controls from SWS. Conclusions: Sleep deprivation and forced arousals during
slow-wave sleep can induce somnambulistic episodes in predisposed adults. The results highlight
the potential value of this protocol in establishing a video-polysomnographically based diagnosis
for sleepwalking. (PsycINFO Database Record (c) 2008 APA, all rights reserved)

Abstract

This exploratory study aimed to identify the clinical correlates of partner's attributions in 165
couples beginning couple therapy. Results revealed that marital satisfaction, the interpersonal
problem of dominance, and psychological distress were significatively linked to men's
attributions. Marital satisfaction, the interpersonal problem of the tendency to self-sacrifice, and
women's age were significatively associated with women's attributions. At a dyadic level, only
men's marital satisfaction was linked to women's causality attributions. The importance of
studying both dyadic and individual correlates of attributions is emphasized.

Abstract

Disorganized attachment in infancy is known to predict a wide range of maladaptive outcomes, but its
origins are poorly understood. Parental lack of resolution concerning loss or trauma has been
proposed to result in atypical parenting behaviors, which in turn have a disorganizing effect on the
parent-child relationship. The authors review the evidence for this transmission pathway, considering
other factors (e.g., social environment, child characteristics) that might enrich understanding of the
antecedents of disorganization. A threshold approach is proposed to explain (a) why different
parental behaviors are linked to disorganization depending on prevailing social conditions and (b)
why certain children appear more vulnerable to forming a disorganized attachment relationship.

OBJECTIF : Analyser les facteurs qui prédisent la présence de symptomes de stress post-
traumatique (SSPT) chez des jeunes filles d'age scolaire.

METHODOLOGIE : Un groupe de filles de sept a 12 ans (n=67) ayant consulté en hopital
pédiatrique apres le dévoilement d'une agression sexuelle a été comparé a un groupe témoin
constitué de filles n'ayant pas été victimes d'agression sexuelle (h=67). Les filles ont rempli des
questionnaires portant sur les SSPT, les stratégies d'adaptation, le sentiment d'espoir, I'estime de
soi, leurs relations avec la fratrie et la perception du soutien recu. Les meres ont rempli des

questionnaires portant sur les relations familiales, la violence familiale, la perception du soutien
offert et leur détresse psychologique.

RESULTATS : L'age moyen des enfants était de 9+1,5 ans. Dans le groupe d'enfants victimes
d'agression sexuelle, les familles monoparentales étaient plus nombreuses (53,7 % par rapport a
32,3 %, P<0,01), les meres possédaient un niveau d'éducation moins élevé (10,8 % par rapport a
13,1 %, P<0,0001) et appartenaient a un niveau socioéconomique moins élevé (36,8 % par rapport
a 47,9 %, P<0,0001). Une histoire d'agression sexuelle pendant I'enfance a été déclarée par 50 %
des meéres des enfants victimes d'agression sexuelle et par 37 % de celles des enfants du groupe
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témoin. La prévalence de SSPT atteignant le seuil clinique était plus élevée chez les enfants du
groupe victime d'agression sexuelle que chez ceux du groupe témoin (46,3 % par rapport a 18,5
%, P<0,001). Des analyses de régression visant a controler le niveau d'éducation des parents et la
structure familiale ont révélé que I'appartenance au groupe (groupe d'agression sexuelle par
rapport au groupe témoin) était prédicteur de SSPT. Les autres facteurs contributifs incluent
I'évaluation du soutien offert par la mére, la perception de I'enfant du soutien recu et l'usage de
stratégies d'évitement de la part de I'enfant. Les SSPT sont aussi associés de facon marginale avec
le fait que I'enfant a été témoin de violence conjugale et avec son sentiment d'espoir.
CONCLUSIONS : Les SSPT étaient courants dans I'échantillon de filles victimes d'agression
sexuelle. Puisque les facteurs prédictifs de SSPT sont reliés a I'enfant et a son environnement
familial, les modalités d'intervention devraient viser autant les enfants que les familles.

Polysomnographic diagnosis of sleepwalking: Effects of
sleep deprivation. Annals of Neurology. Vol 63(4), 513-519.

Abstract

Objective: Somnambulism affects up to 4% of adults and constitutes one of the leading causes of
sleep-related violence and self-injury. Diagnosing somnambulism with objective instruments is
often difficult because episodes rarely occur in the laboratory. Because sleep deprivation can
precipitate sleepwalking, we aimed to determine the effects of 25 hours of sleep deprivation on
the frequency and complexity of somnambulistic episodes recorded in the laboratory. Methods:
Thirty consecutive sleepwalkers were evaluated prospectively by video-polysomnography for one
baseline night and during recovery sleep after 25 hours of sleep deprivation. Ten sleepwalkers
with a concomitant sleep disturbance were investigated with the same protocol. Results:
Sleepwalkers experienced a significant increase in the mean frequency of somnambulistic

episodes during post-deprivation recovery sleep. Post-sleep deprivation also resulted in a
significantly greater proportion of patients experiencing more complex forms of somnambulism.
Sleep deprivation was similarly effective in 9 of the 10 patients presenting with a comorbid sleep
disturbance. Combining data from all 40 patients shows that whereas 32 episodes were recorded
from 20 sleepwalkers (50%) at baseline, recovery sleep resulted in 92 episodes being recorded
from 36 patients (90%). Interpretation: The findings support the view that sleepwalkers suffer
from a dysfunction of the mechanisms responsible for sustaining stable slow-wave sleep and
suggest that these patients are particularly vulnerable to increased homeostatic sleep pressure.
Strong evidence is provided that 25 hours of sleep deprivation can be a valuable tool that
facilitates the polysomnographically based diagnosis of somnambulism in predisposed patients.

Brezo, J., Paris, J., Vitaro, F., Hébert, M., Tremblay, R.E, & Turecki, G. (2008). Predicting Suicide
Attempts in Young Adults with Histories of Childhood Abuse. British Journal of Psychiatry, 193,
134-1309.

BACKGROUND: Although childhood abuse is an important correlate of suicidality, not all
individuals who were abused as children attempt suicide.

AIMS: To identify correlates and moderators of suicide attempts in adults reporting childhood
physical abuse, contact sexual abuse, or both.

METHOD: A French-Canadian, school-based cohort (n=1684) was prospectively followed.
RESULTS: The identity of the abuser moderated the relationship of abuse frequency and suicide
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attempts, with individuals abused by their immediate family being at highest risk. Although
paternal education exhibited negative associations (OR=0.71, 95% Cl 0.58-0.88), several
externalising phenotypes had positive associations with suicide attempts: disruptive disorders
(OR=3.10, 95% Cl 1.05-9.15), conduct problems (OR=1.09, 95% Cl 1.01-1.19) and childhood
aggression (OR=1.41, 95% Cl 1.08-1.83).

CONCLUSIONS: Characteristics of the abuser and abusive acts may be important additional
indicators of risk for suicide attempts. Future research needs to employ developmental
approaches to examine the extent and mechanisms by which childhood abuse contributes to the
shared variance of suicidality, maladaptive traits and psychopathology.

Provencher, V., Begin, C., Gagnon-Girouard, M.-P., Tremblay, A., Boivin, S., Lemieux, S. (2008).
Personality traits in overweight and obese women: Associations with BMI and eating behaviors.
Eating Behaviors. Vol 9(3), 294-302.

Abstract

This study aimed at assessing the extent to which personality traits are related to BMI and eating
behaviors in overweight and obese women (N = 154; mean body mass index (BMI) of 30.5 3.0
kg/msuperscript 2). The NEO Five-Factor Inventory was used to capture the five dimensions of
personality (neuroticism, extraversion, openness to experience, agreeableness and
conscientiousness). Anthropometric measurements (weight, height and BMI) were performed and
eating behaviors (cognitive dietary restraint, disinhibition and susceptibility to hunger) were
measured by the Three-Factor Eating Questionnaire. Regressional analyses showed that only
conscientiousness was positively related to BMI. A higher level of neuroticism was identified as a
significant predictor of higher scores for cognitive dietary restraint, disinhibition and susceptibility
to hunger. Conscientiousness was also found to be a positive determinant of cognitive dietary

restraint and a higher level of agreeableness predicted a lower score of susceptibility to hunger.
Results also underline the presence of other psychological factors, i.e. dysphoria and body
esteem, involved in the associations between personality traits and some eating behaviours. These
findings suggest that particular dimensions of personality may contribute, either directly or
through their association with other psychological factors, to a better understanding of weight
and eating behaviors in overweight and obese women. (PsycINFO Database Record (c) 2008 APA,
