A
special session entitled “One history and social studies curriculum
for all of Canada: is it possible?” generated heated debate vaguely
reminiscent of some current political debates.

The President’s customary speech preceded the annual meeting. In
a paper entitled “Contested Space: The Politics of Canadian
Memory,” Veronica Strong-Boag gave a survey of Canadian
historiography.

At the request of the Confederation of Alberta Faculty Associa-
tions, the President submitted a resolution to the gathering in
protest of budget cuts imposed by the Alberta governmert on post-
secondary education. Of course, the most anxiously awaited
moment was the Association’s award ceremony. The minutes of
the annual meeting published in this issue list the names of
recipients.

For those who found the classroom seeting too inhibiting, there
were receptions, a guest tent where ideas flowed freely with the
hops, various outings and mountains less than an hour’s drive away.

¢ Professor Robert Vogel, of McGill University’s Department of History, passed away suddenly on 1 April
1994. He graduated from Sir George Williams College in 1952 with the Lieutenant-Governor’s Silver
Medal for History. He received his M.A. in 1954 and his Ph.D. in 1959 from McGill University. Robert
Vogel was not only a scholar but also an astute administrator. He served as Chair of the McGill History
Department from 1966 to 1971, a time in which the Department began to expand rapidly, and move into
US, African, and Chinese History. He was Vice-Dean of the Social Science Division in the Faculty of Arts
and Science from 1969 to 1971, and Dean from 1971 to 1981. He was a member of Senate, and a former
