Desmond Morton

Desmond Paul Morton, born at Calgary in 1937,

is Professor of History and Vice-Principal
(Academic) at Erindale College in the University
of Toronto. Professor Morton was educated at

le Collége militaire royal de Saint-Jean and the
Royal Military College, Kingston, at Oxford on a
Rhodes Scholarship and at the University of
London, where he received his doctorate in 1968.
He served in the Canadian Army from 1954-64,
including a stint in the Historical Section in
1963-64, was Assistant Provincial Secretary of
the Ontario New Democratic Party, 1964-66 and
taught briefly at the University of Ottawa before
coming to the University of Toronto in 1969.
Professor Morton was elected to a three year term
on the CHA Council in June 1974 and was appointed
a member of the 1976 Programme Committee.

Desmond Morton has published a large number of
books and articles on military, urban and labour
history, has prepared a series of tape-slide and
videotape productions in Canadian history and has
written, lectured and broadcast (most frequently
on the French language stations of the CBC) on
questions of current political interest. His
books include: Ministers and Generals: Politics

and the Canadian Militia, 1867-1904 (1970); The
Last War Drum: The North-West Campaign of 1885
(1972); Telegrams of the North-West Campaign of
1885 (1972); Mayor Howland: The Citizens'
Candidate (1973); The Canadian General: Sir
William Otter (1974); NDP: The Dream of Power
(1974).

John Tupper Saywell is professor in the
departments of History and Environmental Studies
at York University. He was born in Weyburn,
Saskatchewan in 1929, received his B.A. in 1950
and M.A. in 1951 at the University of British
Columbia and completed his Harvard doctorate in
1956.
included: Lecturer to Associate Professor,
University of Toronto, 1953-63; Visiting
Professor, University of California at Berkeley,
1958; Dean of the Faculty of Arts and Sciences,
York University, 1963-73.

Professor Saywell served as editor of the Canadian

Historical Review from 1958 to 1963 and has been
editor of and the major contributor to the
Canadian Annual Review of Politics and Public
Affairs since 1960. He has published The Office
of the Lieutenant-Governor: A Study in Canadian
Government and Politics (1957), The Canadian

Journal of Lady Aberdeen (1960), Quebec '70 (1971),

The Rise of the Parti Québecois 1967-1976 (1977),
is the author, co-author or editor of nineteen
books in the high school and college fields, has
prepared many radio and television documentaries
and plays and is frequently called upon to
comment on public affairs.
Saywell has written numerous scholarly articles,
several of which focus on the 1890's. A two
volume collection of the correspondence and state
papers of Lord Minto is forthcoming.

MINUTES OF 1976 ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING/PROCES-
VERBAL DE L'ASSEMBLEE GENERALE DE 1976

At the forthcoming Annual General Meeting in
Fredericton, 4 June 1977, CHA members will be
asked to approve the following minutes of the
last full business meeting, held at Laval
University in Quebec City on 3 June 1976.

1. At 15:45 the president, J. Monet, welcomed
some 150 association members to the meeting
and immediately opened the floor to
nominations for the elective posts that
required filling. The name of A.F.J.
Artibise was added (Thorpe-English) to the
Nominating Committee's slate for Council.
Balloting then took place (The results were
published in the Summer, 1975 issue of the
newsletter).

2. The president asked the meeting to stand for
a minute's silence in tribute to the memory
of W. Stewart MacNutt.

3. The president reported that the Council had
agreed to sponsor a set of prime ministerial
silver ingots issued by the Franklin Mint. A
contract had been signed which included a
guarantee of not less than $50,000 in
royalties and an assurance that the Mint
“"shall submit to the Association the
promotional and advertising materials used in
the Program for its approval with respect to
the authenticity and historical accuracy of
such material as well as to the suitability of
any references to the Association.'" Council
had appointed a committee of S.F. Wise
(Chairman), F. Halpenny, J. Hamelin, J. Monet
and H.B. Neatby to oversee the project and to
ensure its professional integrity and
historical accuracy.

4. The minutes of the last Annual General
Meeting, held in Edmonton, 6 June 1975, were
approved as printed in the Spring newsletter
(Muise-Miller). On the question of business
arising from that meeting, J.-P. Gagnon
explained that the Council had decided not to
pronounce on the question of UNESCO's
treatment of Israel because it does not fall
within the association's usual terms of
reference.

5. J.-P. Gagnon told the meeting that the CHA
was negotiating with the Secretary of State
for a grant to promote bilingualism in the
association. The Secretary of State required,
as a condition of any such grant, that the
association approve the principle of a
bilingual CHA. The meeting therefore
unanimously agreed, as had the Council, to a
statement of this principle and authorized
the executive to take the necessary steps to
obtain funds from the Secretary of State in
order to ensure the extension of bilingualism
in the CHA (Gagnon-Trofimenkoff).

6. The Programme Chairman, F.J. Krantz, said a
few words to the assembly. J.B. Conacher then
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moved a vote of thanks to Professor Krantz,
to the Local Arrangements Chairman,

M. La Terreur, to the Director of Laval
University, to the Jesuit Order for the
presidential reception, to the Public
Archives of Canada for its consistent support
of the CHA, to the two secretaries and the
treasurer and to the president. This motion 11.
was seconded by D.A. Muise and carried

unanimously.

10.

The chairman of the Nominating Committee,
P.E. Roy, asked the meeting to consider the
following motion: that the composition of
the Nominating Committee be changed to
include a member of Council who will be
chosen after the annual elections to ensure
a representative committee and who will act
as liaison between the Council and the
committee. The motion was seconded by

D. Cole and carried unanimously.

The following announcements were made
regarding CHA prizes and awards:

(a) The president announced that the Council
had decided to institute a prize for a
distinguished Canadian contribution to
history, the terms of reference to be
recommended by a committee of D. Farr
(Chairman), J.B. Conacher, D. Morton
and F. Ouellet.

(b) The chairman of the Canadian section of
the joint CHA-AHA committee, P. Buckner,
announced that the 1976 Corey Prize and
$2000 had been awarded by judges

J. Kendle and W. Metcalfe to Robert
Babcock for his book, Gompers in
Canada: A Study in American
Continentalism before the First World
War. The judges welcomed the book as
"a work of substance and significance
in Canadian-American history" and as a
major contribution to labour history
which "explores the ramifications of
continental unionism for Canada, but,
at the same time, places the Canadian
activities in the overall perspective
of AFL strategy.'

(c) The chairman of the Regional History
Committee, P.F. Neary, told the meeting
that his committee had awarded a CHA
Certificate of Merit for an outstanding
contribution in the field of local
history to Agnes 0'Dea, formerly head
of the Newfoundland Room, Memorial

University Library.

The president reported that the Council had
offered to raise the fee paid to the Social
Science Research Council of Canada on behalf
of each of our professional members from $3
to $4 in the year 1977-78. This proposal
was a response to a SSRCC suggestion that
the fee be doubled to $6 over the next five
years. It was also announced that Council
had given its full support to the concept of
a computerized SSRCC Directory of Social
Scientists in Canada and had agreed to
provide up to $3.75 per professional member 2.

to help launch this project.

The French language secretary announced that
an understanding had been reached with the
Institut d'histoire de 1'Amérique frangaise
regarding CHA sale of subscriptions to the
Revue d'histoire de 1'Amérique francaise.

The treasurer's report of the association's
receipts and disbursements for fiscal 1975-76
was approved (Gordon-Macleod). The treasurer
pointed out that the society had not balanced
its budget in the last five years. If he

had his way, members would in the very near
future be asked to bear a greater burden.

S. Trofimenkoff asked why fees should not be
raised immediately; compared with other
learned societies, our rates were low. The
treasurer replied that Council felt it would
be difficult to justify a fee increase in a
year in which the Franklin Mint had agreed to
pay the association such a large amount.

J.B. Conacher added that an increase would make
it even more difficult to interest non-
Canadian history specialists in the society.

B. Hodgins spoke of the growing problem for
researchers of the charges for inter-
library loans now being made by some large
libraries, charges which can be justified
because of the heavy demand on the
collections of these libraries without
comparable benefit to their own users in
reciprocal loans. It was agreed (Hodgins-
Behiels) that the executive should write to
the Secretary of State in support of a
Canadian Library Association submission
calling for a federal government grant to
underwrite the cost of inter-library loanms.

The meeting decided (Artibise-Stelter) to
instruct the Programme Chairman to liaise
with CHA committees and groups on the
scheduling of committee and group sessions
and business meetings so as to prevent
conflicts at future Annual Meetings.

Professor Monet turned the meeting over to
the incoming president, M. Prang, who
adjourned the gathering at 17:00.
